Commentary by Dianne Bergant  
 
The first reading praises a woman who traditionally 
has been described as virtuous or worthy. However, 
the much stronger Hebrew adjective denotes might 
or strength, the kind of valour found in armies.  
 

The woman is an example of industry, versatility, 
trustworthiness, constancy and general goodness.  
 

It is in the last verse that we discover the basis of her 
virtue and the real reason for the praise given her. 
She is one who fears the Lord, a characteristic that is 
the basis of wisdom (see Prov 1:7). She is the model, 
not primarily of the good wife, but of the wise person 
generally. She is virtuous and successful because she 
possesses the wisdom that flows from fear of the 
Lord.
