Advent transports us back to the longing of the 
prophets of Israel for the coming of a Saviour. The 
Saviour has come. But salvaƟon is not complete. We 
proclaim, ‘Christ has died, Christ is risen’, and then 
add, ‘Christ will come again.’  

Why? Because there is so much ‘unfinished business’ 
in the work of redempƟon. Our world and even the 
lives of believers sƟll appear very ‘unredeemed’. Our 
salvaƟon is sƟll being worked out.  

The first generaƟon of ChrisƟans believed that the 
Lord would return very soon to complete his messianic 
work. They were dismayed when some believers 
began to die and sƟll he had not come (1 Thess 4:13-
18). The later wriƟngs of the New Testament, the four 
Gospels included, all address this problem. It may be 
that the Lord will not come tomorrow, next year, or 
even before this generaƟon dies out. But come he will 
in a Ɵme known only to God (Mark 13:32).  

Meanwhile, this Ɵme of waiƟng is not devoid of 
meaning – like Ɵme spent waiƟng on a bus stop. This 
‘in-between’ Ɵme is a sacred Ɵme, a Ɵme for the 
Church to proclaim the Gospel to every naƟon (Mark 
13:10; Acts 1:6-8), to make sense of the present, while 
never giving up the hope that God’s Messiah, Jesus, 
will have the last word. 

Advent is the season that honours and celebrates this 
waiƟng aspect of ChrisƟan life. Because we live in the 
Ɵme following the first coming of the Saviour, the 
prime focus of our waiƟng and our expectaƟon is upon 
the second coming of the Lord. Because salvaƟon is 
not complete, because we are so conscious of a world 
sƟll ravaged by suffering and violence, we can idenƟfy 
with the prophets and holy men and women who 
hung upon the promise of salvaƟon before the first 
coming of the Lord.
